
Far Wanless Farm Stables

The accommodation consists of breakfast kitchen with separate 
utility room, lounge & dining area combined, 2 bedrooms (1 
double, 1 twin) plus family bathroom with bath and shower. 
 
Facilities include: TV, oven, microwave, toaster, fridge, 
dishwasher, washer, central heating.  All fuels, power, bed linen 
and towels are included. 
 
Far Wanless Farm is located on the outskirts of the village of 
Trawden which is an ideal base for exploring the Pendle 
Countryside and beyond. 
 
Close by is the hamlet of Wycoller with walks on the Bronte way.  
Haworth being 9 miles away. 
 
The market town of Skipton can be reached within 25 minutes and 
on to the Yorkshire dales.  With canal walks, cycle rides, heritage 
museums, there’s plenty to see and do. 
 
The farmhouse itself is a 16th century building, the stables 
accommodation is over 200 years old and has been refurbished as 
a holiday cottage whilst retaining the character and detail of its 
original life.
